The National Hockey Foundation is a Charitable Trust originally established to develop and operate the Hockey Stadium at Milton Keynes. It is, and always has been completely separate from the sport’s governing body. Following the sale of the lease on the stadium in 2007, back to the original landowner English Partnerships, the Foundation’s principle remit now is to administer the substantial funds resulting from that sale for the benefit of sport in general and Hockey in particular. Whilst not being part of, or directed by Hockey’s governing body, The National Hockey Foundation has a high profile within Hockey and is able to give financial support to the development of the sport particularly at youth level. The Trustees will continue to encourage the development and growth of Hockey by providing operational and capital funding to the sport through clubs and other playing centres, and by support to England Hockey’s youth development activities.

In recent years the National Hockey Foundation has been able to provide financial support in a number of areas including:-
· The support of England Hockey’s National Youth Festival for the past 4 years

· Support for sport in Milton Keynes via Sport MK a Milton Keynes sports charity

· The provision of the giant inflatable hockey playing area which is used by young people at various hockey events.
· Support for the positions of Hockey Development Officers throughout England such as to enable the short term continuation of those positions.

· Other smaller financial contributions that help and direct the development of Hockey.
· Support for the development of an anti obesity programme for young people in Milton Keynes.

· Support for new and improved pitch facilities.
