Application Check List (additional items)

In making your application you should be aware that the NHF Trustees seek as much information as possible to enable to give an application fair consideration. You might like to use the check list below to consider whether you have included all the matters that might be appropriate to your specific application.  
1.
Has the Club got Club FIRST accreditation and if not at what stage is it in the application process? (For hockey related applications NHF are keen to support Club FIRST accreditation)
2.
Briefly describe the Club's policy for junior players and give the numbers of players involved, if possible classified by age and gender.
Does the club offer free or subsidised pitch time for club junior groups?
How many of hours of coaching for junior groups are provided? (Per week/per year)
In which local & national junior competitions does the club enter teams?
3.
Single system links (For hockey related applications)
Does the club support any JDC/JAC/JRPC by either

providing use of facilities

making player nominations

encouraging adult assistance?

4.
Does the club have any involvement with the local community, the county or regional hockey? Has it developed any formal or informal school/club links?
5.
Does the club have a coach development policy? Tell us how many coaches are club members and what qualifications they have.
6.
Does the club have an Umpire/Referee development policy and, specifically, what does it do to train and develop young umpires/referees. How many qualified umpires/referees belong to the club?

7.
Describe your facilities ownership, leases and rental/use agreements. The Foundation would want to be assured that any investment would enhance the Club for many years.

8.
If the application relates to a pitch or playing surface the Club must describe its replacement policy and how a sinking fund for future refurbishments will be built up. In the case of a refurbishment the Club must tell us how much has been accumulated during the life of the existing pitch for its replacement.
9.
Any key performance indicators which are given must be measurable and must give a starting base and time linked targets.

10.
The aims of the Foundation are centred on the provision of opportunities for young players. What subsidised provisions do the club make or are prepared to make for young players?
11.
If you currently hire artificial turf facilities from an external source or via a notional charge within your own club please supply details of the hourly charges made for adult hockey and for junior hockey. Give additional costs for floodlight use, if applicable. Where different rates apply for non-peak and peak hour usage please supply details of the costs and times involved. You may wish to return this information in a tabulated format.
The Trustees review team will normally have some additional questions to ask specific to the application.
