
Since 2008 we have awarded 38 grants amounting to well over £1.5m.
Over the same period the Trustees have considered 110 applications making a success rate for applicants of just over 37%.
Clear guidelines are available on this website for applicants to follow and we even include an example for applicants to follow on the web site. Unfortunately some applicants do not follow the guideline which make consideration of the application more difficult and reduces the chance of success.
The Trustees normally impose conditions to the awards and this will often require a financial contribution from the applicant. We also expect to be updated on the progress of the award and this is a condition of any grant. In particular the Trustees like to learn how the applicant has progressed with their plans over a period. For this purpose we provide a Grant Report Form (available on the web site) and make known the dates we would like to receive these completed forms when we offer an award. We are disappointed that some applicants do not comply with these conditions without constant reminders. 
The Trustees want to continue to help organisations develop their support by encouraging the development and growth of sport in Milton Keynes and Hockey in England.
Of course we do expect clear and continuing recognition for making an award.
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
